REGULAR MEETING MINUTES FOR

NOVEMBER 12, 2009

Regular meeting of the Board of Health was held in the Commissioner’s courtroom on the 3rd floor of the Delaware County building. The meeting was called to order at 7:05 p.m. by Chairperson Judi Harris.  Board members in attendance were:

Chairperson Harris asked for corrections to the September board minutes.  A motion was made and seconded to approve minutes as submitted, motion carried.  The October board meeting was canceled.

Health Officer, Dr. Donna Wilkins, reported on H1N1 clinics which were held at the Delaware County Fairgrounds.  Dr. Wilkins stated the flow of the clinics has run smoothly, people aren’t waiting very long and several people have complemented on the clinics.  Dr. Wilkins said the plan is to stay the course until further notice.  Vaccine for pregnant women, children and young adults has been given to private providers and Ball State University which have worked out well.  The adult seasonal flu vaccine through the Health Department has been depleted for the year.  
Chairperson Harris stated Dr. Peterson and Brenda Terhune’s terms would be ending at the end of 2009.  Chairperson Harris asked Robert Jones, Administrator, to send letters to both board members informing them of this and ask if either were interested in remaining for another term.
R. Jones reported on a draft of the Tanning Bed ordinance.  Attorney, Mr. Dunnuck, is working with the county attorney and will hopefully present the draft at the next board meeting.  R. Jones has received letters of support from the Cosmetology Board and two local Dermatologists. The ordinance would deal with proper signage, parental consent forms and cleanliness of the beds themselves.  
LeeAnn Mengelt, of the Gateway Clinic, presented the board members with a status report explaining how the clinic utilized the $30,000 which was given to them by the Health Board.  
L. Mengelt thanked the board for their support in the past and expressed her hope for future support.  The clinic has seen an increase in patients especially among the male population.  Dr. Peterson commented on how well the report was written.  The board will take the report under advisement for continuous support of the Gateway Clinic.

Next board meeting is scheduled for December 10th; a motion was made and seconded to adjourn the meeting, motion carried.  Meeting adjourned at 7:40 p.m.
