DELAWARE COUNTY BOARD OF HEALTH

REGULAR MEETING MINUTES FOR

MAY 13, 2010

Regular meeting of the Board of Health was held in the Commissioner’s courtroom on the 3rd floor of the Delaware County building.  Chairperson Judi Harris called the meeting to order at 7:06 p.m.  The following board members were present:

Chairperson Harris reported on the Indiana State Department of Health Steering Committee for the Health Improvement Plan which is reviewing data from across the state.  The committee will use the data to secure more federal funding.
Chairperson Harris recognized and congratulated two of the Health Department employees who were honored for their service to the community; Health Office, Dr. Donna Wilkins was awarded Physician of the Year and Susan Morris, LPN was awarded Nurse of the Year.  
Cecilia Williams, Coordinator of the Tobacco Free Coalition spoke on the public education campaign.  Mrs. Williams reported on a workshop which was held May 3rd.  The workshop helped educate coalition members.  The coalition will participate at the Kids Marathon on May 22nd on Ball State Campus.  Mrs. Williams has requested from the YMCA the number of smoke-free pledges they have received from children’s parent(s) however no one has gotten back with her.  Up-coming events which the coalition would be involved with would be Influence Women Health Forum who are partnering with Go Red for Women; Relay for Life in collaboration with the American Cancer Society and Pfizer Drug Company will have a representative speak on June 24th during a luncheon at the coalitions offices.
Judy Mays, Coordinator of the Minority Coalition, announced the coalition’s involvement with the Muncie Black Expo Luncheon in May 27th.  The benefits of a smoke-free workplace will be the topic of the speaker. 

Tamara White, Health Educator, reported to the board of the program held at Southside High School earlier in the week.  Katie Donnar, Miss Vincennes, spoke to 200 high school students on skin cancer.  Miss Donnar was a typical teenager who would frequent tanning beds until she was diagnosed with melanoma which was treated.  
Lynnette Harley, Health Educator, reported on the 4th annual Helping Hands Health Fair which was held at the YWCA on April 14th.  The number of participates were down from the previous year but 138 people were served.  
District manager, Kevin Jacoby and general manager, Tiffany Guy of Richards Restaurant addressed the board with their concerns from the inspection which resulted in a closure to the establishment. Ms. Guy, who has been in the restaurant business for 23 years,  stated she felt attacked during the initial inspection which was performed by Christine Dely-Stinson.  Mrs. Dely-Stinson stated she spent 5 hours at the initial inspection; during which she was educating the staff on food safety.  Board member Mr. Delk asked for clarification on how inspectors evaluate an establishment.  Mrs. Dely-Stinson explained her findings of the initial inspection and gave each board member a copy of the report along with pictures.  Mr. Jones clarified to the Board it was his decision to close the restaurant and not to re-open the establishment after the first re-inspection due to non-compliance.  Mr. Jacoby said $30,000 worth of equipment was installed and he felt there wasn’t direction given by the inspector as to the reasons for denying opening to them.  Mr. Delk and Dr. Costello voiced concerns with no written response to the second inspection by the Health Deparment.  More direction could have been given; neither disputed the closure but guidance from the department should have been in writing for no misunderstandings.  After further discussion, the board asked written responses to follow-up inspections is done to benefit both the establishment and the department for future reference.  

Mr. Jones reported no new direction from the Auditor’s office on the 2010 and/or the 2011 budget.  The software glitch has delayed the decision for the remainder of the 2010 year.  Mr. Jones is waiting for direction for the 2011 budget which will need to be approved by the board during the June meeting.  Chairperson Harris stated the June meeting could be moved to later in the month if necessary.  Mr. Jones informed the Board of a $4,500 debt still owed the department by Future Choices. 

Ms. White thanked Mrs. Burks-Beatty, who had offered her reservation to Ms. White for the Cultural Competency Conference; Ms. White enjoyed the conference.
Next board meeting was announced as June 10th.  A motion was made and seconded to adjourn the meeting; motion carried.  Meeting adjourned at 8:32 p.m.
